For Glenn and Barabara Walker, farm-
ing is a family affair. Glenn Walker 
grew up on the Forkner Ranch in 

Mulberry Township where his parents 
ranched in a joint venture with owner 
Lowell Forkner.  

“It was ranch country; cattle were the 
main business,” Glenn Walker said. “We 
worked with horses. In the 50s, we still 
drove cattle to and from Terra Cotta with 
horses. I was blessed to grow up with won-
derful ranchers such as Joe Shade, Lowell 
Forkner, Ben Sharplaz, Jim Maze, the 
Mullen brothers, etc.” 

The couple is the recipient of this year’s 
award for grassland from the Ellsworth 
County Soil Conservation District, which 
hosts its annual dinner at 6 p.m. Jan. 30 at 
the Ellsworth American Legion.

From the one-room schoolhouse in 
Mulberry, Glenn Walker went on to earn a 

teaching degree from the University of 
Kansas. He taught, and eventually became a 
principal at Clifton-Clyde, Hiawatha and 
Spring Hills High Schools.  

“I was involved in teaching and school 
administration for most of my career, while 
spending most weekends and summers 
helping on the ranch my parents built in 
Saline County,” Glenn Walker said. “When I 
retired from public education in 2001, we 
came back to Ellsworth County and built a 
new homestead on land we had purchased 
from Dean and Don Black in the early 
1990s.” 

Barbara Walker was also involved in edu-
cation. She hails from Salina, and after years 
of being a stay-at-home-mom raising their 
boys, she too went on to earn her degree, 
also in education, and was an elementary 
school teacher and school librarian. 

After their successful careers in education, 
they focused on the farm. They ran 100-
head of cattle and both became involved in 
agriculture.  

“While we actively ranched, (Barbara) 
was actively involved in feeding, working, 
etc. of our livestock,” Glenn Walker said. 
“She also operates a professional machine 
quilting business from our home. We have two 
sons, two daughters-in-law and two grandsons 
who are interested in, but not actively involved 
in, our operation.” 

When their grandchildren moved to 
Oklahoma, the couple sold off their cattle and 
rented out their land. 

“We felt we could not give the care we 
believed was necessary and have time to visit 
our grandsons,” Glenn Walker said. 

However, the legacy remains in the 1,200 
acres they own that are just a few short miles 
from the land upon which he grew up. 

The property was a part of the Cleverdon/
Black family property, going back to around 
1900. The old Butterfield Overland Despatch 
trail and Golden Belt Highway cross the prop-
erty over the south end.

Progress. It’s a word 
often synonymous 
with advancement, 

forward movement, evo-
lution and growth. As I 
embark on my seventh 
year as executive director 
of Ellsworth County 
Economic Development, 
now known as GROW 
Ellsworth County, one 
constant element of prog-
ress stands out: cyclical 
change. Complacency is 
unacceptable, and for 
communities aspiring to 
distinguish themselves 
and become communities 
of the future, change is a 
constant necessity.

As I prepared this arti-
cle for the Progress 
Edition, I reflected on the 
various elements of 
change and growth that 
pass through our office, 
driving progress in the 
communities of 
Ellsworth, Kanopolis, 
Lorraine, Wilson and 
Holyrood. Over the past 
decade, the landscape of 
economic and community 

development has evolved 
significantly. What was 
once a singular focus on 
recruiting “big-fish” man-
ufacturing has trans-
formed into a multifacet-
ed approach encompass-
ing business retention, 
entrepreneurship, succes-
sion planning, tourism 
and community develop-
ment and more. 
Economic drivers now 
emerge from multiple 
sources, and relying solely 
on manufacturing is 
counterproductive. Think 
of it as a puzzle where 
every piece is essential to 
complete the picture.

A significant piece of 
the progress puzzle that 
has flourished this year is 
succession planning. Over 
50 percent of small busi-
ness owners in Kansas are 
aged 51 and above. These 
dedicated individuals are 
starting to contemplate 
their transition plans and 

envision their retirement, 
often experiencing the 
bittersweet feeling of 
entrusting their business-
es to the next generation 
of entrepreneurs. Their 
legacies and their shoes 
are hard to fill. In 2024, 
some local business own-
ers realized that it wasn’t 
retirement calling their 
name, but rather new 
opportunities.

Successful transition 
plans in late 2023 and 
2024 included Paden’s 
Place transforming into 
Ele’s Corner, Robson’s 
Card & Gift becoming 
Raised Rustic and Petal 
Place and Wilson’s Stop 2 
Shop transitioning to 
new ownership. Each of 
these transitions was 
unique and required vari-
ous levels of support from 
Grow Ellsworth County. 
Importantly, these transi-
tions occurred seamlessly 
without any business clo-
sures, which can result in 
a loss of momentum, 
trust and customer base, 
making recovery difficult. 
These smooth transitions 
are crucial to maintaining 

our community’s vibrancy. 
As I write this article, 
there are three additional 
succession plans occur-
ring, which we hope to 
close soon! As with all 
projects, these are confi-
dential in nature and not 
our story to tell, so our 
lips are sealed as we navi-
gate the individual busi-
ness transitions.

If you’re considering 
succession planning (and 
it’s never too early to 
start), Grow Ellsworth 
County can be your 
guide! 

Here are a few tips to 
begin with: 

• Be realistic about the 
true value of your busi-
ness. Maintain accurate 
financial reports, such as 
profit and loss state-
ments, using accounting 
software like QuickBooks, 
and ensure your financial 
statements are clean and 
precise. 

• Avoid “hiding” profits 
by inflating expenses or 
running personal expen-
ditures through the busi-
ness to dodge taxes, as 
this can negatively impact 

your future transition.

The “downtown 
shuffle” in 
Ellsworth was 

alive and well, serving as 
yet another sign of our 
community’s vibrancy. 
While the closure of our 
cornerstone law office was 
a significant loss to our 
professional services, it 
also opened new oppor-
tunities for an expanding 
business and created new 
office suites to support 
early-stage ventures not 
quite ready for a full 
brick-and-mortar pres-
ence. The shuffle also 
facilitated expansion for 
Reliant Roofing, SLM 
Investments and High 
Jinks Rec Club, while the 
former offices of Mosaic 
found a more efficient 
location. 

Vacant buildings are 
the bane of any economic 
developer’s office, so we 
continually seek solutions 
for any vacancies. 
Entrepreneurs, we are 
calling for you! If you 
have a dream, let us help 
you bring it to life!

Another substantial 
piece of the progress puz-
zle is tourism. Here, we 
must give a special shout-
out to our friends in 
Wilson, Holyrood and 
Kanopolis.

Wilson is soaring in 
tourism opportunities, 
capitalizing on its Czech 
heritage, effective destina-
tion marketing and a keen 
understanding of their 
audience. A notable proj-
ect is the renovation of 
the former Opera House, 
which will transition into 
an open-air theater, com-
plementing the World’s 
Largest Hand-Painted 
Czech Egg next door. 
Steel bracing is in the 
final stages of installation, 
soon enabling the Opera 
House to host events and 
welcome visitors among 
its impressive limestone 
walls.

On a cold Saturday 
morning in May, 
runners assemble 

for a fun run, sponsored by 
the Ellsworth County 
Medical Center Auxiliary.

The horn blares and the 
runners burst through a 
fog of color for the annual 
ECMC Auxiliary Color 
Run.

“It is more than just a 
run — it is a vibrant cele-
bration of fitness and 
friendship,” ECMC 
Auxiliary President Tina 
Davis said. “The journey 
becomes a kaleidoscope of 
fun and camaraderie. It is a 
reminder that victory is 
not measured by speed, 
but by the colorful memo-
ries forged together along 
the way.”

The auxiliay’s mission is 
to enhance the hospital’s 
health care through service 
and comfort. 

A recent service aspect is 
“Comforting Covers.”

“This initiative, rooted 
in kindness and empathy, 
revolves around the distri-
bution of soft, cozy blan-
kets to those undergoing 
inpatient medical care 
within the hospital’s 
walls,” Davis said. “With 

each blanket, the auxiliary 
seeks to alleviate the chal-
lenges and anxieties 
patients face during their 
hospital stay. These blan-
kets symbolize not only 
physical warmth, but also 
the emotional comfort 
that emanates from a 
community’s collective 
embrace.”

Another facet of the aux-
iliary’s mission is to help 
with funding.

“Central to the auxiliary’s 
mission is the orchestra-
tion of fundraising endeav-
ors, pivotal in sourcing 
funds for essential medical 
equipment,” Davis said. 

A recent example is the 
October opening of the 
mammography suite. The 
auxiliary contributed more 
than $330,000 toward the 
project’s completion.

Davis said she doesn’t 
have exact dates, but the 
auxiliary has been support-
ing the hospital for more 
than 50 years. Its formal 
mission is of “Enhancing 
ECMC health care through 
service and comfort.”

The auxiliary is also an 
outlet for community 
engagement. Its fundraisers 
fill both missions.

Previous fundraisers 
include spaghetti suppers, 
fashion shows, bake sales, 

50/50 raffles, Granny’s 
Attic to Garage Sales and 
Jingle Bell Shop & Sell.

The auxiliary unveiled a 
new event in 2022, The 
Heartland Harvest Wine 
Tasting Festival. Its prima-
ry goal is to raise money 
for medical equipment.

“It goes beyond mere 
socializing; it is an oppor-
tunity to enact change,” 
Davis said.

The Heartland Harvest 
Wine Tasting Festival will 
be Oct. 26 this year.

“The Heartland Harvest 
has quickly become a 

crowd pleaser,” said ECMC 
CEO Jim Kirkbride. “It’s 
just a fun night of enter-
tainment, good food, wine 
and common purpose.”

In addition to support-
ing patients and equip-
ment, Davis said the auxil-
iary hosts two events per 
year for staff.

“These events are used 
to express heartfelt grati-
tude for the compassionate 
care provided to the com-
munity,” Davis said. 

Kirkbride said the auxil-
iary is a key aspect of the 
hospital’s work.

“A hospital generates 
revenue from services ren-
dered,” he said. “The auxil-
iary raises funds and asks 
for donations. They pro-
vide a necessary boundary 
between the two.”

It is common for hospi-
tals to have auxiliaries, 
Kirkbride said. 

“That means they are a 
known standard in health 
care that has earned a level 
of trust, legitimacy and sta-
bility,” he said. “When the 
auxiliary addresses the 
public on our behalf, they 
bring all that national 

attention and respect with 
them.”

An added benefit is that 
members often utilize ser-
vices provided by the hos-
pital.

“We often utilize them 
as the public or patient’s 
voice,” he said.

The auxiliary has about 
100 members, and Davis 
said it is always accepting 
new members and volun-
teers. Memberships are 
available for $10 annually; 
lifetime memberships are 
also available.

“Membership and sup-
port manifest in many 
ways: dive into volunteer-
ing for specific events, tan-
talize taste buds with your 
baked goods, pledge finan-
cial support, showcase 
your sewing skills, make 
impactful phone calls, take 
charge as a gracious event 
hostess, extend a warm 
welcome to new members 
or actively engage in 
recruiting members,” Davis 
said. “Becoming a member 
and supporting the auxilia-
ry is key to strengthening 
health care in our commu-
nity. Your involvement 
matters.”
